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Abstract

The abstract should summarize the contents of the paper and should contain at least 70 and at most 150 words. It should be set in 11-point font size. There should be two blank (12-point) lines before and after the abstract. The whole paper, including titles, should be set in Times Roman typeface and printed on A4 sheets. The paper should not include any header, footer or page number. The paper margins are top 25mm, bottom 20 mm, left 30 mm, and right 15 mm. 
1 Introduction
Papers submitted in a technically unsuitable form will be returned for retyping, or canceled if the proceedings cannot otherwise be finished on time. The paper must consist of an abstract, an introduction describing the motivation of the work, a main part describing the approach and results of the research work, a summary, and a reference list. The number of pages should not exceed 8 pages.

2 Manuscript Preparation

The main body of the text should be set in 12 pt. Times Roman, single-line spacing, and justified with left and right margin. Headings should be set in 12 pt. bold.

2.1 Title
The title should be 14 pt. bold in all capital letters and centered on the page. Use a short and significant title.

2.2 Authors

The author's name should consist of the first name's initial and last name. It should be 12 pt. bold, upper and lower case letters. It should be centered under the title with one line space separating the title from the first author. 

Author's affiliation should consist of department or division name, company or university name, address, zip code, city, country, phone and fax numbers, and email. All author's affiliation information should be 12 pt. italic, upper and lower case letters centered under the name.
2.3 Figures

The figures in black and white or colour should be integrated into your text file. The lettering in figures should have a height of 2 mm (10-point type). They should be numbered and each should have a legend. The legend should start with Fig. and its number in 10 pt. bold (Fig. 1 shows an example). It should be followed with a title in 10 pt. regular style. The text should be centered under the figure. There should be a minimum of one line space between the figure and the following text.

2.4 Formulas

Equations or formulas are left justified and set on a separate line (with an extra line or halfline space above and below). They should be numbered for reference. The numbers should be consecutive within each section or within the contribution, with numbers enclosed in parentheses and set on the right margin. For example,

The equations should be written in the same font as the text with 12 pt. italic style.

2.5 Tables

All tables should be numbered and provided with a legend. The legend starts with Table and its number in 10 pt. bold followed with a title in regular style (Tab. 1 shows an example). The text should be centered above the table. There should be a minimum of one line space between the table and the following text.
